NORA Research partnerships for safer healthier workplaces

What is NORA?
�e National Occupational Research Agenda 
(nora) is a collaborative program to stimu-
late innovative research in workplace safety 
and health. Unveiled in 1996 by the National 
Institute for Occupational Safety and Health 
(niosh), over 500 diverse individuals and 
organizations contributed to the �rst agenda. 
As nora approaches a 10 year milestone we 
again are seeking public input to plan for the 
future of occupational safety and health 
research for the nation.

What is a town hall meeting?
It is a public forum where stakeholders and 
partners are encouraged to present their 
views about important needs in occupational 
safety and health.

What will happen at a town 
hall meeting?
�e public meetings will address both 
regional and sector-speci�c issues. During 
the morning session, stakeholders will be 
invited to speak for �ve minutes about a 
signi�cant occupational safety and health 
issue a�ecting their geographic region. 
Unless otherwise indicated, the afternoon 
session will feature sector-speci�c issues with 
a more national focus. Again, participants 
are encouraged to register to speak for �ve 
minutes on key issues facing their sector.

When are the town hall meetings?
Meetings will occur from December 2005 to 
March 2006 in cities around the country. All 
meetings will discuss regional issues. Some 
will also focus on speci�c sector topics. 

Who will be at the town hall meetings?
Participants will include workers, 
professional societies, organized labor, 
employers, researchers, health professionals, 
government o�cials and elected representa-
tives. Broad participation is desired. 
Attendees are encouraged to register to be 
added to the agenda.

What kind of information is needed?
nora is seeking information on important 
occupational safety and health issues, such as: 
diseases, injuries, exposures, populations at 
risk, and needs of the occupational safety and 
health system. Input is also requested on the 
types of research and partners needed to 
make a di�erence.�e following types of 
information may help identify the areas 
where new research will make the greatest 
contributions to preventing work-related 
injuries, illnesses, and deaths: 1) numbers of 
workers at risk; 2) seriousness of the issue; 
and 3) probability that new information and 
approaches will make a di�erence.
